‘perfect’).
o Was the call to sell his possessions and give to the poor unique to the man
or universal?
o Does it matter that Jesus told him to ‘come, follow me’ after telling him to sell
his possessions?
19:22 — Why did the man walk away?
19:23 — Why is it hard for the rich to enter the kingdom of heaven?
19:27-29 — What effect do the promises Jesus makes here have on you?
How can you live a generous life:
o At church?
o At home?
o With friends/family/colleagues?

What could you practically do to change at work, with friends and family, and in church off
the back of this passage?

What one way do you need God to help you change to be more generous?

How can you keep each other accountable for these things when you next meet?
