Quinta is about a 1hr15 drive from Liverpool SY10 7LR

(lifts will be available). Quinta is in the Countryside near
Oswestry. The main building that we use is a large
Victorian country house, with bedrooms of varying sizes.
The types of beds in rooms are varied, including
doubles, singles and bunks. There are toilets, baths

and shower facilities at various points around the
building and there are also a limited number of
en-suite bedrooms.
